GENESIS

Genesis sets the stage for the entire Bible and for all of human
history. As we read Genesis, we are brought to pray to the One
who created and sustains all things, One endless in might and
unrivaled in glory. We also pray knowing that we are those who,
unlike any other creatures, are made in God’s own image and
thus are created for fellowship with him. Genesis also recounts
the fall of mankind into sin and ruin, but as we consider the story
told in Genesis, we are reassured that we are praying to one who
has entered into covenant relationship with his people and will
honor the promises made to them—not only to Abraham, Isaac,
and Jacob but also to believers today, who are the heirs of the
promises to the patriarchs.

The Creation of the World
In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. 2The earth was
without form and void, and darkness was over the face of the deep. And
the Spirit of God was hovering over the face of the waters.

3 And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light. * And God saw
that the light was good. And God separated the light from the darkness.
5God called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And there was
evening and there was morning, the first day.

6 And God said, “Let there be an expanse! in the midst of the waters, and
let it separate the waters from the waters.” ? And God made? the expanse and
separated the waters that were under the expanse from the waters that were
above the expanse. And it was so. 8 And God called the expanse Heaven.’ And
there was evening and there was morning, the second day.

9And God said, “Let the waters under the heavens be gathered together
into one place, and let the dry land appear.” And it was so. 1°God called
the dry land Earth,* and the waters that were gathered together he called
Seas. And God saw that it was good.

" And God said, “Let the earth sprout vegetation, plants® yielding seed,
and fruit trees bearing fruit in which is their seed, each according to its kind,
on the earth.” And it was so. 2The earth brought forth vegetation, plants
yielding seed according to their own kinds, and trees bearing fruit in which
is their seed, each according to its kind.

9These are the generations of Noah. Noah was a righteous man, blame-
less in his generation. Noah walked with God. 1 And Noah had three sons,
Shem, Ham, and Japheth.

" Now the earth was corrupt in God’s sight, and the earth was filled
with violence. '2And God saw the earth, and behold, it was corrupt, for
all flesh had corrupted their way on the earth. ¥ And God said to Noah,
“I have determined to make an end of all flesh,! for the earth is filled with
violence through them.

The Flood Subsides

But God remembered Noah and all the beasts and all the livestock that

were with him in the ark. And God made a wind blow over the earth,
and the waters subsided.

8Then God said to Noah and to his sons with him, ®“Behold, I establish
my covenant with you and your offspring after you, °and with every living
creature that is with you, the birds, the livestock, and every beast of the
earth with you, as many as came out of the ark; it is for every beast of the
earth. "I establish my covenant with you, that never again shall all flesh be
cut off by the waters of the flood, and never again shall there be a flood to
destroy the earth.” 2 And God said, “This is the sign of the covenant that I
make between me and you and every living creature that is with you, for all
future generations: 31 have set my bow in the cloud, and it shall be a sign
of the covenant between me and the earth. *When I bring clouds over the
earth and the bow is seen in the clouds, 151 will remember my covenant that
is between me and you and every living creature of all flesh. And the waters
shall never again become a flood to destroy all flesh.
